This is Clue A.  Solving this clue will lead you to Clue B. 
 

If you are unable to solve this clue, or to find Clue B, open emergency envelope 20, which will 
direct you to Clue B.

If you are unable to locate Clue B, open emergency envelope 14, which will lead you to Clue C. 

 
The four deer pictured on the jug all have antlerséwhich means that they are males.  Another 
name for a male deer is a ñbuck.ò  And judging by the size of the jug itôs pretty clearly a 
standard gallon container. 
 
So what we have here is ñfour bucks a gallon.ò  Who could ever forget that 2008 was the first 
year that the average gas price in the U.S. hit $4 a gallon?  Looking in the brown bag thereôs an 
article about that historic event, which took place on Sunday, June 8, 2008.

Circle             is located in map grid P-10.  From the intersection of Rio Verde and 118th Street, 
proceed South on 118th Street 0.6 miles. The clue site is located 320 feet West of the road, 
behind a jojoba bush and dead mesquite tree.

This is Clue B.  Solving this clue will lead you to Clue C. 
 

If you are unable to solve this clue, or to find Clue C, open emergency envelope 14, which will 
direct you to Clue C. 

This is emergency solution 14, which will lead you to Clue C. 

If you are unable to locate Clue C, open emergency envelope 19, which will lead you to Clue D. 

 
Our fit hunters know that any exercise regime requires action to be beneficial.  So use the 
fishing pole to cast, the oar to row, and the stairs to step down.  Cast, row, step down.  Aha! 
This isnôt just any regime, this is referring to the Castro regime and his resignation from the 
Cuban presidency.

Circle                is located in map grid L-10. From the intersection of Pima and Jomax Roads, 
proceed West for 1 mile and then turn right onto Hayden Road.  Head north for 110 yards and 
turn right at the dirt power line road.  Head Northeast following the power line road for 0.2 miles 
and park.  Walk Northwest for 50 yards.  The clue site is at the base of the palo verde tree.

If you are unable to locate Clue D, open emergency envelope 2, which will lead you to Clue E. 

 
When you lift the wand and examine it, you will notice that the row of LEDs flash occasionally.  
You will discover that by waving the wand back and forth, the LEDôs begin to form letters in the 
air as you move the wand.  With some experimentation to adjust the frequency at which you 
wave the wand, you will be able to read the following words written in the air by the LEDs:

Circle                   is located in map grid M-12.  From the intersection of Pinnacle Peak Road 
and 92nd Street, proceed 37 yards North on 92nd Street.  Proceed 17 yards West, the clue site 
is near a power box, behind a creosote bush. 
 
 

This clue is a working visual.  On a small table you will find a wand-like paddle with a handle 
fastened to the table by a short cable.  On the wand you will see a small circuit board with a row 
of LED lights.  When you pick up the wand, you will notice that the LEDôs flash as you move the 
wand around.
